On behalf of Crewe Judo Club I would like to welcome your child to the Club and provide 
you with some information about our activities. The Club provides opportunities for young 
people between the ages of 5 and 16 to receive coaching and 
competition in Judo. All coaching is by qualified British Judo Association coaches who are 
trained and have been screened for their suitability for working with young people. 

We welcome parents to all training and competitions and value your support. We are keen to try and involve parents in Club activities and would like to invite you to contribute towards the success of the Club by liasing with the members of our parents’ or even becoming a member of the Club’s committee.  Below  is  some  information  about  training  times  and  dates,  and  details regarding travel arrangements, kit and Club registration. 

Training sessions take place on Wednesdays from 7pm until 8pm and Sundays from 2pm until 3pm at Georges Community Centre, West Street, Crewe.  The cost of each training session is £3.  As a member of  Crewe Judo Club, it is also a legal requirement that members purchase a licence/insurance.  The annual membership/licence and insurance costs £26 per year.  All junior members will require a licence after 4 training sessions.  If a child has still not decided to fully join, they may purchase an introductory licence at £10 for a 4 month period (although gradings and competitions are not permitted on the introductory licence).  It is the BJA policy that after 4 training sessions, a licence must be purchased before their 5th training session.
Arrangements should be made for your child to travel to and from training sessions and competitions. We appreciate it if children can arrive promptly and are collected promptly at the end of the session, if they are not making their own way home. If you are going to be late picking your child up, we understand that emergencies/incidents do arise, but we would ask you to please contact the Senior Club Coach, Chris Sharpe on 07873 820242 so we are aware of the situation and also so that we may reassure the child that you are on your way.
You are able to purchase training kit (Judogi) at greatly discounted prices from the club. Costs for specific sizes can be obtained from the Club Secretary, Gina Ellerton. 

We would be grateful if you could complete the attached Club membership registration form. For the safety of your child it is important that the Club is informed of any medical condition or allergies that may be relevant should your child fall ill or be involved in an accident while at the Club. 

Also enclosed within this induction pack you will find a document produced by the British Judo Association, which highlights the benefits of participating in Judo.
