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REN BU KAI SUBMISSION FIGHTING

On Sunday 29th October 2006, Ren Bu Kai Submission Fighting Academy and Katana Mixed Martial Arts hosted the first Ren Bu Kai Submission Wrestling and Amateur MMA event in Stoke On Trent, England.

The children’s categories were represented by fighters from Katana Martial Arts, Silver Tigers Judo Club, Crewe Judo Club, Ren Bu Kai, Combat Base and MHJJC.

The adult categories attracted fighters from all over the UK representing Ren Bu Kai, Katana Martial Arts, Crewe Judo Club, MHJJC, Oswestry Freefighters, H Cagg, Gracie Barra, Norwich, Bury, Burnley, Fighting Fit, Combat Base, Worcester, Morcambe, Crewe Fight Club, Preston, Kano Bushi and more.  It was disappointing that the Isle Of Man team could not attend and hope that they will be able to make the next event.  In total the tournament comprised  14 categories, 105 bouts and 90 fighters within the sub wrestling and mixed martial arts event.  As with all the recent Ren Bu Kai events, the tournament was run by Sensei Chris Sharpe from Crewe Fighting Arts (Crewe Judo Club and Ren Bu Kai Submission Fighting) and Sensei Dave Moore from Katana Judo Club and Katana Mixed Martial Arts). The venue, although small, ensure a great atmosphere for the day and it was great to see coaches and fighters from different clubs cheering on the other fighters; overall there was a huge amount of teamwork and comradeship throughout the tournament and it was great to see all decisions taken in great spirit with no disagreements on the day.  One thing I have learned from organising a tournament of this size is that its bloody difficult with just two of you (i.e Dave and myself).  That said the young staff who did the scoring on the table from 9am through till 5.30pm without a break (i.e Halena and my fiancée Lynsey) were amazing throughout the day and had a difficult job of ensuring everyone were in the correct categories (My apologies must go to Spencer from Fighting Fit for him missing out in the Men’s under 80 submission wrestling and I still have a fiver here for you).  A huge thanks must also got to the staff at the NKA Dojo who kept the fighters and spectators fed and watered and as I understand it run out of hot dogs quite early on in the day.  As said previously the venue was small, but then again I didn’t realise that we would attract so many competitors.  It was only a month ago that I decided to accept the entry fees by Paypal on the website and this had proved a huge success. I know I would prefer to pay online rather than send a cheque through the post.  We already have a larger venue for the next sub and mma tournament in Feb 2007.

The children started the days competition at 9.30 am.  The children’s rules for the submission wrestling bouts were basically judo without gi’s.  The main differences were that there was no time limit on the ground and the children obtained points for takedowns and pins.  Whoever had the most advantage points by the end of the three minute contest was deemed the winner.  All the children’s categories were in a round robin format meaning that everyone got at least three fights, with the kids in the U30 kilo category being lucky (or should I say unlucky) to have five fights each.  

The stars of the day in the U30 kilo category was Stella from Combat Base who won all five of her fights beating all the boys in the category to take the gold medal and also little Colby from Ren Bu Kai who at only six years of age was still smiling at the enjoyment of getting thrown and held down. We never insist on kids under 8 years of age entering the tournaments, but encourage them to do so if they wish and at just six years of age, Colby already has six tournaments and over twenty fights to add to his fight history. All I all it was a pleasure to see the youngsters enjoying the day and again the support being give to each other both during and after the bouts.  After all they are our fighters of the future. 

Adults registered at midday with the fights beginning at around 12.30 with the Men’s U60 kilos sub wrestling.  There were so many brilliant fighters that I am unable to mention everyone, but the standard was excellent.  Congratulations must go to Joao Santos from London’s MHJJC who took the gold medal winning all four of his fights and indeed to Chris Hearn (silver) and Daniel Strauss (bronze) to give it a 1, 2 3 for MHJJC.  Well done to Crewe Fight Club’s Tyrone Smith who took the gold in the Men’s U70 kilos.  It was a pleasure to watch Tyrone’s fights and see the standard he has achieved since his early days training with me at Crewe Judo Club.  A huge under 80 kilo category of twelve fighters saw Ian Gordon take the gold, Phil Dickinson, silver and James Hamilton, Bronze. The U90 kilo men (my category and I really wished I could have fought, but DJ’ing until 3 am the night before, organising the event and refereeing meant that I probably would have fallen asleep part way through the fights) saw Oliver Bruh take gold, Jamil Sorouji, silver and Brendan Hayes, Bronze.  Then it was the Men’s Absolute with Alberto Rowley, Gold, Ed Turner, Silver and Stone’s Jim McSherry take the bronze.

The next submission wrestling tournament at Ren Bu Kai will be held in Feb 2007 and this will be a full ADCC rules format including ADCC weight categories.  The next MMA comp will be on the same day.
